ORDINANCE NO. 2300-18
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AMENDING 
CHAPTER 42 “POLICE DEPARTMENT”
OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY


	WHEREAS, the following amendments to Chapter 42 have been recommended to the Mayor and Council of the City of Woodbury; and
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Woodbury the following Sections are hereby AMENDED as follows:
§ 42-1 Composition; terms of office; qualifications. 
A. The police force of the City shall consist of one (1) Chief of Police, up to one (1) Captain of Police, up to two (2) Lieutenant(s) of Police, up to six (6) Sergeant(s) of Police; up to five (5) Corporal(s) of Police; up to nineteen (19) Patrolmen;  Records Clerks and Police Cadets, to hold office during good behavior for the terms provided by law. 

§ 42-3 Mayor to head Department; delegation of regulatory powers. 
A. The Mayor shall be the head of the Police Department and shall have the exclusive power to appoint, suspend and remove all policemen and all subordinates in such Department; and he or she shall appoint a Chief of Police, Captain of Police, Lieutenant(s) of Police, Sergeant(s) of Police, Corporal(s) of Police, Patrolmen, Police Clerks, Record Clerks and Police Cadets. The appointments of the Chief of Police, the Captain of Police, the Lieutenant(s) of Police, the Sergeant(s) of Police, Corporal(s) of Police and Patrolmen shall not take effect until confirmed by a majority vote of the City Council. The Mayor shall see that all such officers are prompt and faithful in the discharge of their duties and shall from time to time take such measures as he or she may deem necessary for the preservation of peace and good order and the enforcement of the laws and ordinances of the City.

§ 42-3.1 Chain of command. 
The chain of command is as follows: Chief of Police, Captain of Police, Lieutenant(s) of Police, Sergeant(s) of Police, Corporal(s) of Police and Patrolmen. In the event of a vacancy in any of the above ranks, the next highest ranked officer in the chain of command shall be in charge.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Woodbury that the following Section is hereby ADDED and shall henceforth read it as follows:
§42-7.1 Corporal(s) of Police.
A. 	The Corporals shall have supervision over all patrolmen/detectives and civilian personnel of the Department. The Corporal on duty shall be the commanding officer in the absence of a Sergeant and shall keep such records or see that such records are kept as are necessary to properly reflect the activities of the Department.
B. 	The Corporals shall make such personal inspection of the City at irregular and unusual hours as will be sufficient to keep them thoroughly informed of existing conditions and to determine whether all members under their command are efficiently performing their duties.
C. 	They shall report to their sergeant in writing all complaints against subordinates that come within their personal knowledge or are made by citizens or other members of the Department.
D. 	The Corporals shall have such hours of duty as may be prescribed by the Chief of Police.
E. 	They shall be familiar with all subjects pertaining to the duties of a patrolman/detectives and shall instruct those under their supervision in the proper discharge of their duties and the making of reports. They shall be held responsible for the efficiency, discipline, good conduct and appearance of all subordinates in their charge. 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Woodbury that existing §42-7.1 Training Official is hereby renumbered to §42-7.2 Training Official. 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that all other sections of Chapter 42 shall remain in full force and effect.
	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED to the extent that any portion of the within Ordinance is declared in any way unenforceable same shall not affect the remaining provisions in this Ordinance.
	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law. 	

	THE FOREGOING was introduced by the City Council of the City of Woodbury at a regular meeting held on November 27, 2018.  This Ordinance will be considered for adoption at final reading and public hearing to be held on December 11, 2018 at 7:30 p.m. or at such time as may be determined and announced, in City Hall, Council Chambers, 33 Delaware Street, Woodbury, New Jersey, at which time and place all persons interested will be given the opportunity to be heard concerning said Ordinance.  During the time prior to and up to and including the date of such meeting, copies of said Ordinance will be made available at the City Clerk’s Office to the members of the general public who may request same.
